Health insurance This should be obtained from home countbyt covering
health issues in Nigeria. Alternatively, this can be secured ir
Nigeria on arrival if an exchange student is unable to obtain
one in their home country. It will cost about N30,000 ($150
for three months.

Exchange students are welcome to join in the first Semester of the second yearr,
from October to December or the second semester of the second year, from January
to March. You can choose courses in either the first semester or second semester
for your convenience. The home institution should approve the course selections
and arrange for credit transfer for students on completion of the programme.
